Municipal Administration Department – Municipal Solid Waste Management – Special Sanitation Drive from 23.06.2014 to 30.06.2014 – Instructions issued to all MCs - Reg

All the Municipal Commissioners in the State are well aware of the fact that the Municipal Administration Department has been conducting Special Sanitation Drive i.e. Parisudhya Varotsavalu every year in order to improve the sanitary conditions in the ULBs and to avert the water, vector and air borne diseases. 

2.
Now, during this year, it has been decided to launch Special Drive on Sanitation from 23.06.2014 to 30.06.2014 to improve the overall existing sanitary conditions in the ULBs and to combat the occurrence of seasonal diseases, duly involving the citizens in the endeavor of the Municipalities/Corporations.

Detailed guidelines for successful implementation of “Special Sanitation Drive” are enclosed herewith and all the Commissioners of the ULBs in the State are instructed to go through the guidelines scrupulously and make the programme a grand success. 

4.
All the Commissioners of Urban Local Bodies are instructed to concentrate on the following core areas mainly during the Special Sanitation Drive. 

1. Segregation of waste at source;

2. Door to Door collection of Garbage; 

3. Massive Tree plantation;

4. Improving office Ambience- face lift of all offices &

5. Involvement of local NGOs/Voluntary Organizations /SHGs 

5.
A day wise action plan should be prepared so that the entire town is covered by the end of Sanitation Drive. The said day wise Action Plan shall be upload in the CDMA Website by 5.00 PM every day. During the said Sanitation Drive, segregation of garbage at source, door to door collection of garbage, sweeping of roads, desilting of drains including storm water drains and tree plantation shall be taken up in addition to the regular sanitation works. 

6.
A separate “Reporting Cell” at Municipal Level with contact numbers shall be constituted and it should be notified to all the public. The Commissioner shall submit a daily report on the items to this office through the Regional Director-cum-Appellate Commissioner concerned. The Regional Director-cum-Appellate Commissioner concerned is requested to monitor the program by visiting one or two ULBs on daily basis and ensure that the Special Sanitation Drive is made a grand success. The documentation of the programme shall be submitted to this office in both hard and soft copies in respect of all ULBs (with photographs).

7.
A separate “Monitoring Cell” for Special Sanitation Drive is being constituted in the office of the C&DMA headed by S.Srinivas Reddy, Joint Director (9849908508), supported by Sri M. Prabhakar Reddy, Compost Development Officer (9849905762) and Sri S.A.Basher, EE (9966196325) of H-Section of this office. All the RDMAs are requested to submit daily reports in prescribed proformae to Monitoring Cell of this office. 
8.
It is informed that during the programme, the Hon’ble Ministers (local)/ MPs/ MLAs/MLCs/Ward Members and Senior Officers at District Level and State Level shall be invited to support the activities and assess the performance. The Municipal Commissioners are, therefore, instructed to maintain Town profile and all town Maps depicting sanitary routes, imp. Roads and drains, water supply lines, PSPs, location of ward offices, boundaries etc. and keep ready all the records and information regarding ULB.

All the Commissioners are once again instructed to follow the instructions scrupulously and make the programme a grand success and ensure substantial improvement in sanitation and overall improvement in performance of the ULB after the Special Sanitation Drive.

1. GUIDELINES ON SPECIAL SANITATION DRIVE

1. There will be a Special Sanitation Drive from 23.06.2014 to 30.06.2014 to improve the existing source segregation and door to door collection, sanitary conditions of the town and also to involve the citizen’s participation in the endeavor of the Municipalities/Corporations.

ACTION PLAN:

I. DIVISION OF WARDS:

· Special Sanitation drive shall be on whole town basis.

· All the wards shall be divided into convenient number of zones (Around 7 to 10 wards per zone)

· Zoning of ward in the town shall be done highlighting the epidemic prone areas/convenient natural boundaries.

II. CONSTITUTIOIN OF TEAMS:

· A special team shall be constituted headed by a team leader. 

· The team leader shall be in the cadre of MHO/Municipal Engineer/Town Planning Officer/Sanitary Supervisor/ Sanitary Inspector/ Town Project Officer/ Community Development personnel etc.

· The team shall consist of sufficient number of Workers/Jawans/Maistries and middle level functionaries. All the wings of the ULB shall participate during the drive.

· The above teams shall visit all the areas allotted to them and ensure that the activities are taken up. 

· Each team shall be provided with a vehicle with required material and equipments like wheel barrows etc.

III. ROUTE MAPS

· Route maps shall be prepared in respect of the zones and activities shall be carried out as per the schedule.
· The vulnerable areas shall be identified in advance based on the past experience and special attention be paid for maintaining the overall sanitation.
IV. TIMINGS AND OTHER ISSUES:

· The Special Sanitation teams shall start at 6.00 A.M. The teams shall take muster and start simultaneously in all wards. The team leader should also be in field by 6.00 A.M.

· Members of SHGs/NGOs shall be involved during the awareness Campaign.

· The team shall concentrate on campaigning the concept of source segregation, door-to-door collection and cleaning of the allotted wards, including conduct of awareness campaigns in the street corners, schools, women gathering etc.

· The Municipal Commissioner shall co-ordinate with the special teams and shall be responsible for overall successful implementation of the sanitation drive.

· Coverage shall be given in the local news papers regarding the Special Sanitation Drive. Focus shall be given on source segregation and Door to Door collection of Garbage.

THE FOLLOWING ACTIVITIES ARE TO BE TAKEN UP DURING THE SPECIAL SANITATION DIRIVE

DAY WISE ACTION PLAN: 

· An Action Plan should be prepared for each day proposing the details of works to be taken up in the selected wards which include sweeping of roads, desilting of drains including storm water drains, lifting of garbage and debris which are not covered on daily basis.

· Action plan to conduct door to door campaign duly involving nursing students for improving the source segregation and door to door collection shall be ensured.

· Workers shall also be trained to collect the garbage from door steps of the households.

· Workers shall also be trained for collecting only household garbage without mixing the debris and silt.

· All the team leaders should ensure coverage of the areas entrusted to them with the campaign.

· Formation of zone level desiltation teams.

· Desiltation of the drain shall be done upto sill level.

· Clearing of water from stagnation points.

· Regular Chlorination of drinking water and residual chlorine shall be maintained in between 0.2 to 0.3 ppm. 

· Cleaning of Slaughter houses and markets shall be taken up.

· All the public representatives Ministers/ MPs/MLAs/MLCs/Mayors/Chairpersons/ Councilors/Cooperators/ shall be involved in the drive.

· The NGOs/SHGs/Voluntary organizations/NCC and nursing students/women/youth clubs/Senior citizens and women and child welfare groups shall be motivated and involved in the drive.

· Wide publicity should be given regarding the time and date of Sanitation Drive to be taken up in the wards so as to involve the public and make them aware of the efforts and commitment of the ULB to ensure effective sanitation. The concept of the Sanitation Drive should also be given wide publicity.

· Necessary suitable arrangements during the programme shall be made to reach message of this campaign to the religious places i.e on Sundays in Churches, on Fridays in Mosques, on Saturdays in Temples and on Thursdays in Sai Baba Temples shall be covered.

· All Government Offices/Private Establishments should be made alert by this campaign and head of the Institution/office, shall take responsibility to impart the knowledge of the concept without fail.

· All the heads of Offices/Institutions shall be instructed to clean their over head tanks/toilets/premises and replacing the dirty buckets/jugs etc .existing in the toilets.

· The day wise action plan shall be uploaded in proformas in the CDMA Website every day evening by 5.00 PM.

· Cleaning of drains (100%) and to ensure zero garbage backing at vulnerable slums and other areas. De-silting/De-weeding Storm water drain & drains, Nalas.

· Lifting of debris mounds on road margins and other places and may be sent to low lying areas

· Jungle clearance (removal of unwanted bushes), mounds to be cleaned.

· Action shall be taken to provide net caps to the vent pipes of the septic tanks and day time fogging under culverts, covered drains and wells shall be done between 11.00 A.M to 3.00 P.M which are resting places for mosquitoes.

· The Food Inspector should invariably collect water and food samples from ice depots, hotels, juice stalls, eateries etc., and send them for testing for quality.

· The official teams formed for monitoring shall record the leakages of water supply pipe lines if any during their filed visits and brought to the notice of the Municipal engineer, so as to arrest them on war foot basis.

· The Engineer shall invariably take up the activities duly involving the public with people’s participation to get their over head tank cleaned periodically and covered with tops.

· The green core units available in the ULB shall be entrusted exclusively for taking up of plantation activities on the road margins, open spaces of schools, burial grounds and other open places.

· The green core unit shall be entrusted the distribution of saplings at free of cost to the public and a slogan shall be published to plant a tree on the occasion of birthday/Marriage day and other occasions. The Municipal Commissioner shall ensure the storage of saplings duly collecting from social forestry department. Ward wise action plan shall be prepared to take up plantation activity.
· Improving of overall office ambience.

· IEC (Information, Education and Communication) activities through pamphlets, posters, media, slide in cinema halls, banners, wall posters, wall writings. Scrolling in electronic media etc. should be taken up.
· During the Door-to-Door campaign the teams shall be trained to educate the house holds on segregation of waste, maintaining hygiene conditions, merits and demerits of separation of dry and wet garbage and mosquito breeding places and tips for creating healthy environment.

No Municipal Commissioner in Municipalities/Corporations shall avail any kind of leave during the period of drive or allow any official to go on leave without prior written permission of the C & DMA.


One central Monitoring Cell to be arranged at the Municipal Office and the contact number of the cell should be informed to the citizens. This monitoring cell number should be communicated to the CDMA office Monitoring Cell. All complaints received in the monitoring cell should be redressed during the special drive on war foot basis.


All the Regional Director-cum-Appellate Commissioners are solely responsible for effective implementation of the above instructions and any slackness on part of the any officer shall be taken into task basing on the detailed report of the RD concerned.  The RDs are also instructed to open a control room in their offices to monitor at regional level at their office.  The RDs may note the importance of the programme and send reports through email preferably (E-Mail address: hsectioncdma@gmail.com )

 A Monitoring Cell is also constituted in the office of the C&DMA, headed by the Sri. S. Srinivas Reddy, Joint Director overall responsible for monitoring the program supported by Sri M. Prabhakar Reddy, Compost Development Officer, and Sri. S.A. Basheer, Environmental Engineer of this office.

GUIDELINES FOR CONTROL OF WATER AND VECTOR BORNE DISEASES

The following are some of the common water borne, vector borne and air borne diseases.

In order to prevent the incidence of the above diseases, the following guidelines are once again reiterated to all the Municipal Commissioners in the State for strict compliance.
SETTING UP OF CONTROL ROOMS:

· All the Urban Local Bodies in the State shall open control rooms immediately.
· The Control rooms shall be set up round the clock.
· MHO/ Sanitary Supervisor/ Sanitary Inspector/ Health Assistant shall be appointed as a Nodal Officer for collecting data and analyzing relevant surveillance reports and ensuring appropriate follow up action.
· House-to-House surveillance on water and vector borne diseases is to be conducted on daily basis.
PREVENTIVE MEASURES FOR CONTROL OF WATER BORNE DISEASES:

Identifying the source of contamination:

· Identify the source of source of contamination of drinking water and ensure repairing of water pipes
· Arrangements for supply of safe drinking water through tankers to un-served and ill-served areas
Chlorination of water sources:
· Ensure proper Chlorination of all drinking water sources
· Check water for Residual Chlorine on daily basis at tail ends to ensure 2 PPM.
· Chlorine tablets are to be distributed for domestic use (Pot Chlorination)
Process of Pot Chlorination:

· Crush Chlorine tablet (0.5 Mg)
· Put in the water container with 20 liters of water
· Allow it to settle for 30 minutes
· Water can be consumed after 30 minutes
· Use water within 24 hours
Chlorination of stored water: Over head tanks/ Sumps/ Water storage containers:

· Per 1000 litres of water, 2 gms of Bleaching powder is to be added

Process of Chlorination for Storage/ Over Head Tanks:

· Take a bucket of water from Storage/ Over Head tank which is to be chlorinated
· Add the estimated quantity of Bleaching powder
· Stir/ mix and prepare a solution
· Wait for 10 minutes
· The supernated fluid shall only be mixed to the storage tank
· The precipitant lime shall be thrown away
· The contact period shall be one hour
· The water can be consumed after one hour
Imp. Note:
The precipitant lime if mixed to the water will cause diarrhea because of irritation of Gastro intestinal tract.

Boiling of water:

· Boling of drinking water for 15 minutes will kill harmful bacteria. It can be filtered and can be used for drinking. This water is suggested for infants and children.

Sanitation:

· Clearance of garbage, heaps and drains shall be taken up every day to avoid fly nuisance and mosquito breeding
· Sprinkling of Disinfectants shall be taken up wherever necessary
Safety Food Measures:

· Avoid raw and uncooked food unless it can be peeled or shelled
· Cook food thoroughly and eat it while still hot
· Cooked food should not be stored for a long time. Keep the food covered and reheat it thoroughly before consuming
· Increase awareness in the community about personal hygiene and sanitation 
· Washing hands with soap after defecation and urination 
· Washing hands with soap before and after taking food
· Trimming of the nails periodically will ensure that dirt will not collect under the nails, as dirt will have lot of harmful bacteria.
Drugs and Medicines:

· Buffer stocks should be maintained in all the PHCs/ Medical Camps.
IEC and Awareness Activities:

· Inter-personal contact by the Paramedical staff during their house to house visit and at relief camps
· Conducting of group meetings during the medical relief camps by the PHC staff
· Drum beating (Tom-Tom) every day morning and evening
· Miking through Auto rickshaw and rickshaws 
· Scrolling in the T.V. channels about DOs, DONTs regarding prevention of water borne, vector borne and airborne diseases like Swine flu etc.
· Exhibition of slides regarding preventive measures in Cinema Halls
· Giving the message of measures to be taken for prevention of the diseases through handbills, pamphlets, posters and banners
PREVENTIVE MEASURES FOR CONTROL OF VECTOR BORNE DISEASES:

Anti Larval Measures:

· Filling up of low lying areas, pits, ditches, ponds, pools etc.

· Canalization/ De-silting/ De-weeding, Storm water drains and nalas

· Emptying of water containers like Air cooler, drip pan of Refrigerators, removal of coconut shells, broken pots, tins, barrels, drums, bush cutting

· Application of chemicals on water bodies viz. wells, sumps, cisterns, water ponds etc.

· Cleaning of Over Head Tanks once in a week and covering them with tight lids

· Septic tanks, Gas pipes to be meshed/ covered with bandage cloth

· Releasing of Gambusia fish in the wells, ponds, lakes etc.

· Releasing of guppy fish in drain water ponds and tanks

· Avoid keeping discarded articles i.e. tins, tires, broken pots, bottles, coconut shells and grinding stones

· Keep water containers closed

· Prevent leakage of taps 

· Where water collection is unavoidable, pour a few drops of kerosene in it to kill mosquito larvae

Remedial Measures:

Whenever a suspected dengue case is reported, the following measures shall be taken up in that particular area within 24 hours.

· Anti larval operation (Killing larvae in aquatic stage): This action shall be done in 100 houses in and around the suspected dengue/ malaria case

· Street Fogging: Street fogging shall be carried out with Malathion around the suspected area upto 2 kms

· Focal Pyrethrum spray: Focal spray shall be carried out with pyrethrum indoors, 50 houses in and around the dengue/ malaria case

· I.E.C. (Information, Education & Communication): People shall be educated about the vector borne diseases and their control through pamphlets, courtesy notices, mike announcements, cinema slides etc.

Protection from Mosquito Bites:

· Mosquito proofing of house/ de-welling

· Use of Mosquito nets

· Wearing of full clothes to cover total body

· Use of Mosquito repellants

· Generate smoke by burning of Neem leaves

Use of Chemicals:

Baytex (Fenthion) : Mix 5 ml in 10 liters of water and spray on water surface @ 20 ml of mixture of sq.meter of water surface. Should not be used is potable water.

Abate (Temephos): Mix 2.5 ml in 10 liters of water and spray on water surface @ 20 ml of mixture for 1 sq.mtr of water surface. Can be used on all water sources

M.L.O (Mosquito Larvicidal Oil): No mixing, use 20 ml @ 1 sq. mtr. of surface. Can be made into oil balls. Fill small gunny bag with sawdust. Soak it in MLO for 48 hours and then throw it in water body. Oil oozes out and forms thin film killing larvae.

Malathion: (1:19) Mix on part of pyrethrum in 19 parts of Kerosene. Spray with mist blower inside rooms. Close all doors and windows for 15 minutes and then sweep the floor for all the faller mosquitoes.
