All the Municipal Commissioners in the State are aware that the Government of India has recently launched the flagship program “Swachh Bharat Mission” with a vision to ensuring hygiene, waste management and sanitation across the country as our tribute to Mahatma Gandhi on his 150th birth anniversary to be celebrated in the year 2019. 

2.
In this regard, it becomes imperative that the towns and cities across the Telangana State to improve the overall sanitation and hygiene, with a greater sense of responsibility for a ‘Swachh Telangana’. In this direction, ULBs need to create a sense of ownership among various stakeholders through awareness and enforcement of the existing provisions in rules and laws more effectively.

In this context, it is observed that bulk waste generators like Function Halls, Kalayana Mandapams and other community gathering centres etc., in the most of urban local bodies are callously dumping their mixed waste in and around the premises resulting unhygienic and insanitary conditions. It is also observed that the catering agency is not arranging bins at a place where food is served. As a result, people are throwing the food waste within the premises.  They are not providing any bins for storage of waste at their premises. 
4.
In this connection, all the Municipal Commissioners in the State are requested to sensitize the owners of Kalyana Mandapams and Function Halls on the following and furnish the compliance report to this office by 15th February, 2015 in enclosed proforma;

a. Necessity of providing dust bins within the premises where food is served.  
b. Training to be given to the owners of Kalyana Mandapams, Function halls and catering agencies and personnel involved in serving the food to maintain personal hygiene and hygiene within the premises. 
c. To direct the owners of above establishments to keep two bins  
    (basing on the waste generation quantities) for wet & dry separately and  store accordingly without littering in and around the premises or in any of the community bin nearby. 
d. Reduce food wastage   
5.
Further, the Municipal Commissioners shall regularly monitor compliance to the waste management practices of above establishments and initiate necessary actions.  MCs also requested implement the instructions issued vide reference 1st cited to reduce the food wastage in functions and public gatherings. The RDMAs are requested to regularly monitor the above activities and give necessary instructions for improvement.
