MINUTES OF THE REVIEW MEETING CHAIRED BY C&DMA HELD ON 18.10.2014 AT 10.30 AM TO 6.00 PM ON VARIOUS ISSUES PERTAINING TO MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATION IN THE CONFERENCE HALL 3RD FLOOR, O/O CDMA, HYDERABAD WITH MUNICIPAL COMMISSIONERS, ENGINEERS AND TOWN PLANNING OFFICERS OF THE STATE

At the outset of the meeting C&DMA has welcomed all the Municipal officials of the State and reviewed progress of sanitation, solid waste management, property tax, e-suvidha, election and other issues regarding to municipal administration. C&DMA has stressed on the importance of 3Rs (Reduce, Reuse and Recycle), making cities clean and green and motivate the Municipal Commissioners, Engineers and Town Planners on “Swatcha Bharat Abhiyan” and the vision of Government of India and following instructions were issued;
I. Solid Waste Management:

1. All Municipal Commissioners shall present in the field by 5.00 AM to verify attendance particulars of sanitary workers at Muster Point.
2. MCs shall visit the wards by following lottery system and interact with public about delivery of Municipal Services i.e., sanitation, solid waste management, water supply, developmental activities, and building permissions and unauthorised constructions etc. along with Councilor/ Corporator of the that ward

3. Implement the activities as instructed earlier i.e., Parichayam, wards wise wall writings of service delivery staff details, preparation route maps for door to door collection and transportation, involving community in source segregation etc., immediately.

4. IEC & Awareness calendar shall be prepared to take up month long sensitization activities on sanitation and solid waste management.

5. Ensure 100% door to door collection of waste and abolish all open collection points, cement bins and secondary collection points etc. immediately.

6. System shall put in place for separate collection of wet and dry waste, and process the wet waste into compost and dry waste shall send for recycling

7. MCs shall recheck the information furnished for the CM’s visit      
8. The following ULBs were accepted one month, two months and three months Clean City Challenge in which they will achieve 100% segregation, door to door collection and processing of waste (Annexure –I)
9. A three day National Conference on “Municipal Solid Waste Management” tentatively from 27th – 29th January, 2015 may be proposed to Government to share the best practices and motivational aspect for the ULBs of the State.
Property Tax:

10.  Property tax collection was reviewed. The collection of property tax State average is 30.03%. All the ULBs were instructed to improve property tax collection on top priority basis.

11. Un-assessed and under-assessed properties shall be covered and get in the tax net.
12.  The ULB wise Bill Collector wise property tax status which was kept in the website C&DMA be updated daily by 5.00 PM by MC/RI/RO of the ULB.

13. All the MCs shall achieve 50% of the total demand of 2014-15 by 5th November, 2014, and any failure  in this regard will be viewed seriously and will take further disciplinary action against concerned. 

14. MCs shall concentrate on top 20% highest defaulters of P.T assessments which will cover about 40% of total demand of P.T

15. UDRI/BC shall concentrate on PT collections in addition to their regular duties.   
16. All the MCs & New ULBs are instructed to follow the guidelines for effective implementation of revision of Property Tax as per time schedule.

II. Other issues:
17.  C&DMA has instructed to complete the process of constitution of Ward Committees and Area Sabhas as early as possible duly following the guidelines issued.
18. E-suvidha shall follow up the APTS for speedy installations of systems and infrastructure in the ULBs of the State

19. The ULBs who have already credited the amount to the APTS shall inform the same to the E- suvidha for further follow up action

20. After due modifications at modification screen, a letter shall be addressed to E-suvidha.
21. Speed up the utilization of 13th FC Grants and submit the utilization certificates

22. MCs shall encourage pubic private partnership in maintenance of Parks, Burial Grounds, community toilets and solid waste management etc.

23. All the In charge Engineers and Town Planning officers shall fix the day and date of visits to in charge ULBs

24. All ULBs shall designate every 3rd Saturday as “Town Planning Day” to redress public grievances and sensitization on Town Planning guidelines.

25. A proposal may be prepared to conduct a Motivational Seminar on Leadership to all the MCs of the State with Squadron Leader Jayasimha.
